General Instructions: Abstracts should be written in English. The length of the abstract should be one or two A4 page(s). Throughout the abstract, use Times New Roman font with single spacing between lines. The recommended font size is 14 pts for the paper title and 11 pts elsewhere. The main text should be justified on both sides. The use of footnotes, figures, and tables are discouraged. The  format and size of the submitted file should be PDF and less than 5 MB respectively.
Title: Please provide a descriptive title of the paper. The title should not span more than 2 lines.
Authors and Affiliations: Include the first name, middle initial and surnames of all the authors. The name of the presenting author should be underlined. The affiliations of all the authors should be included. The e-mail of the corresponding author should be shown.
Keywords: Provide 3–6 keywords, separated by semi-colons.
Topic: Select and provide ONE topic relevant to your submission from thirteen topics (see http://pse2021.jp/submission.html#topics ). If possible, include one of the topics in the keywords of this abstract.
Figures and Tables: Figures or Tables could be included.
Equations: The equations should be indented with the numbers displayed on the right side in parenthesis.
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Citations and References: In the text, refer to literature citations in the author-year format, e.g. [Author, 2016] or [Author1 and Author2, 2018] or [Author 1 et al., 2019]. The references should be placed at the end of the paper in the alphabetical order. 
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
